How do we measure Scout Spirit?

Scout Spirit is not like tying a square knot. |
can hand you a rope and ask you to tie a
knot, and hopefully you can do it. | can’t
necessarily ask you to show me your Scout
Spirit. It is not something a Scout can dem-
onstrate on the spur of the moment.

Scout Spirit is something that a Scout does
every day. We show our Scout Spirit by
living the Scout Oath and the Scout Law in
our daily life.

A Scout is Helpful—help someone open a
door.

A Scout is Cheerful, A Scout is Friendly—
smile at people when you pass in the hall at
school.

A Scout is Obedient—do your chores, at

home, when asked.

You have to live Scout Spirit. One other
important aspect of Scout Spirit to me is
being proud of being a Scout. Would you
be proud to stand up in front of your
school, church or wherever in uniform and
talk about Scouting? Or perform a flag
ceremony? If you can say Yes, then you are
exhibiting Scout Spirit. If your answer is
No, then you have to ask yourself, “If I'm
not proud of what I'm doing, why am | do-
ingit?’

The following quote is attributed to Baden-
Powell:

The Scout Promise (or Oath) to carry out, on
his honor, as far as in him lies, and the Scout
Law is our binding disciplinary force, and with
ninety-nine out of a hundred it pays. The boy
is not governed by don't, but is led on by do.
The Scout Law is devised as a guide to his ac-
tions rather than as repressive of his faults. It
merely states what is good form and expected
of a Scout.

The Scout
movement has grown well be-
yond its humble beginnings in
1907 with Lord Baden-Powell’'s
experimental camp on Brownsea
Island.

With 153 member associations
of the world organization and

WOSM
is important in keeping the focus
of Scouting on the unifying and
universal principles established
by Lord Baden-Powell almost
100 years ago.
